(3T Christian/Believer)
Thoughts to Enrich Your Life
Spiritual Stability… Invest Your Soul Currency  

Philippians 4:1-9 (KJV), “…8 Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things. 9 Those things, which ye have both learned, and received, and heard, and seen in me, do: and the God of peace shall be with you.”
Philippians 4:8 (MSG), “Summing it all up, friends, I'd say you'll do best by filling your minds and meditating on things true, noble, reputable, authentic, compelling, gracious—the best, not the worst; the beautiful, not the ugly; things to praise, not things to curse.”

Two people within the same congregation may tell about the same event, and leave very different impressions of what happened. One is a pessimist. One is an optimist. The one man paints a gloomy picture. The optimist paints a rosy picture. This text that we have used, suggests that a Christian should be an optimist. We need to be careful that we do not carry our optimism too far, but we do need to be optimists.
· People’s lives are the product of their thoughts: Proverbs 23:7; Mark 7:20-23.

3T Christians must have faith that the truth shall eventually triumph and that Christ will reigns until He has put all his enemies under his feet (I Corinthians 15:25). If we are to succeed we must do as Paul did, forgetting the things that were behind and pressing forward to the things that are ahead, to the mark of the high calling which is in Christ Jesus (Philippians 3:13,14). 

God commands people to think: 
· He said to rebellious Israel (Is 1:18)
· Jesus challenged the unbelieving Pharisees and Sadducees to think and draw inferences from the evidence they had, just as they did to predict the weather (Mt 16:1-3)

The reasons for not think as a 3T Christian/Believer:
· The unsaved mind as depraved (Ro 1:28; I Tim 6:5; II Tim 3:8) 
· Focused on the flesh (Ro 8:5) 
· Hostile to God (Ro 8:7; Co 1:21) 
· Foolish (I Co 2:14) 
· Hardened to spiritual truth (II Co 3:14) 
· Blinded by Satan (II Co 4:4)
· Ignorant (Ep 4:18) 
· Defiled (Titus 1:15)

Focus on the “Source” not the “resource” in order to be “Spiritual Stable”
· Habakkuk 3:16-18 (KJV), “When I heard, my belly trembled; my lips quivered at the voice: rottenness entered into my bones, and I trembled in myself, that I might rest in the day of trouble: when he cometh up unto the people, he will invade them with his troops. 17 Although the fig tree shall not blossom, neither shall fruit be in the vines; the labour of the olive shall fail, and the fields shall yield no meat; the flock shall be cut off from the fold, and there shall be no herd in the stalls: 18 Yet I will rejoice in the LORD, I will joy in the God of my salvation.”
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
