God’s Call to Abram
Chapter 12 begins a new division in the book of Genesis (After the confusion of languages at the Tower of Babel, God orderly divided up the different peoples of the world). The Redeemer was to come from the seed of the woman (Genesis 3:15), then from the descendants of Seth, then Noah, and now Abraham (Genesis 12:2-3). Genesis chapter 12 is one of the key Old Testament passages, for it contains what has been called the Abrahamic Covenant. This covenant is the thread which ties the rest of the Old Testament together. It is critical to a correct understanding of Bible prophecy.

8. Persian Gulf 
· Genesis 10:21-31 - The descendants of Shem settled the northern area of Persian Gulf and westward into toward the Indian Ocean. Included in this area are the lands of Syria, Chaldea and parts of Assyria, Persia and the Arabian peninsula. The spiritual blessing promised by Noah, came to all people on Earth through the lineage of Shem to the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ.

10. Sarah - Genesis 16-18, 21, 23(Also called SARAI)
· The wife and half-sister, Genesis 20:12 of Abraham, and mother of Isaac. Her name is first introduced in Genesis 11:29 as Sarai. The change of her name from Sarai, my princess (i.e. Abraham's), to Sarah, princess (for all the race), was made at the same time that Abram's name was changed to Abraham,—on the establishment of the covenant of circumcision between him and God. Sarah's history is of course that of Abraham. She died at Hebron at the age of 127 years, 28 years before her husband and was buried by him in the cave.

· Rich in flocks & herds, and servants Separates from Abraham, and locates in Sodom Ge 13:5-14 
· Taken captive by Chedorlaomer; rescued by Abraham Ge 14:1-16 
· Saved from destruction in Sodom Ge 19 
· Disobediently protests against going to the mountains, and chooses Zoar Ge 19:17-22 
· His wife disobediently yearns after Sodom, and becomes a pillar of salt Ge 19:26 
· Commits incest with his daughters Ge 19:30-38 
				
13. Terah - Genesis 11(Ge 11:31 & 32)

14. Tigris – Euphrates
· Two of the greatest rivers of Western Asia. They originate in the mountains of Armenia and unite about 90 miles from the Persian Gulf to form what is now called the Shatt-al-Arab that flows into the gulf. In ancient times the Tigris flowed through its own mouth into the gulf. The Euphrates and Tigris were included among the four rivers of Paradise (Ge 2:14).

· "It may be that I shall obtain children by her," literally, "that I shall be builded by her" (Ge:16:2).
· the child who was to be as "a wild ass among men" was born when his father was 86 years old (Ge 16:7-16)
· Banishment: Ishmael was about 16 years of age (Ge 21:9). 
· his death at the age of 137 years (Ge 25:17) 
· Isaac
· The birth of Isaac occurred (about 2061 b.c.) when Abraham was a hundred years old and Sarah ninety (Ge 17:17; 21:5)
· to offer Isaac up as a sacrifice on a mountain in the land of Moriah (Ge 22) 
· Denies His Wife (Ge 26:1-11)

The Circumstances Surrounding the Call of Abram (Joshua 24:2-3; Acts 7:2-5)
· Moses did not give us all the background needed to properly grasp the significance of the call of Abram, but it has been recorded for us in the Bible. Stephen clarifies the time that Abram was first called of God. It was not in Haran, as a casual reading of Genesis 12 might incline us to believe, but in Ur. As Stephen stood before his unbelieving Jewish brethren, he recounted the history of God’s chosen people, beginning with the call of Abraham:
· Genesis 11:31-32 (KJV), “And Terah took Abram his son, and Lot the son of Haran his son's son, and Sarai his daughter in law, his son Abram's wife; and they went forth with them from Ur of the Chaldees, to go into the land of Canaan; and they came unto Haran, and dwelt there. 32 And the days of Terah were two hundred and five years: and Terah died in Haran.”
· Acts 7:2-5
· the location of Ur is the Ur of southern Mesopotamia, on what used to be the coast of the Persian Gulf.
· Joshua 24:2
· Terah was an idolater, like those of his days. God commanded Abram to leave his father’s house

Spiritual Failure
How you choose to deal with your spiritual failings probably has something to do with your view of God, either as a condemning Tyrant, or as a loving Father.
